May I first of all start by thanking you for your continued support in helping the Academy move from strength to strength.

We now have a dedicated parents’ forum group which is very helpful in shaping our future development launched at our recent Arts Evening and then represented at our spectacular Awards Evening last week.

To complement this parent group, students have recently gained an additional voice through their Head Boy, Head Girl and their deputies (Darren Forde, Jessica Miller, Ethan Allsopp, Nicole Chalmers). Current progress is such that a team of Ambassador Prefects will be selected to support them in their current developing roles.

In recent weeks two areas have come to light with which I would appreciate your further support, these were raised by both parents and students:

· The inordinate amount of students walking through the estates on an evening getting their bus at Tesco.
· Play fighting which potentially can lead to more serious issues both on the Academy, in the community or ‘online’.

To respond to these requests I will be adopting a zero tolerance approach to these problems which could bring the reputation of the Academy into disrepute. A series of sanctions ranging from SLT (Senior Leadership Team) detentions (both during the week and at weekends) to permanent exclusions will be deployed.

Key staff will be present at the Tesco bus stop to ensure that only those students who cannot use any bus service get on a bus there. Please remember the green bus to Burngreave and the newly restricted 72 bus to town leave from outside the Academy no later than 3.20pm. Behaviour of students on the public buses, including language will be monitored.

As these are the concerns not only of staff but also of parents and students I trust I will be able to count on your support enabling us to enhance the reputation of the Academy still further.
